The creation account shows that God’s intent was 
that woman be a strong helper (ezer) to rule over 
creation with the man. The word “ezer” is used 21 
times in the Old Testament, 16 times referring 
to the kind of help God gives. Our goal is to help 
women become strong helpers who represent God 
well, ministering in a gracious, Christ-like servant 
spirit, as God calls all His people to do.

Women are called to join with their brothers in 
ministering to a lost and dying world. Many women 
struggle with how to do that.
